Start your own store

Do your homework

Selling through other people is fine if you do your homework and
don't jump into anything. If you're sending physical objects, they'll
take 25to 30 per cent of the sale. If they buy straight from you,
yoU'll need to give them a reduced (cost’) price. If an online print
store sells your work and deals with the printing and postage,
expect about 15to 40 per cent of the sale.

Keep it smart

You need to push your products as there’s a lot of competition,

but don't oversell. Be smart with promotion. Drop offers at the right
time on Twitter — at the start of the month when people get paid,
and Christmas. Be clever about it,and be smart about production
costs and methods. Select the right paper stock and print
reproductions for your print. It's worth parting with the cash.
